The RDA will reimburse property 
owners or developers for construction costs associated 
with projects in RDA project areas that meet each project 
area’s strategic plan objectives. The amount of the tax 
increment reimbursement is determined by what the 
project generates, and the percentage of tax increment 
split between the RDA and developer.

The RDA’s Loan Program assists property owners in 
the renovation, rehabilitation, and new construction of 
buildings within project area boundaries by providing 
FULWLFDO�JDS�ȴQDQFLQJ�IRU�SURMHFWV�WKDW�DGYDQFH�SURMHFW�
area goals. The RDA works with project developers and 
lenders to bridge the funding gap between a project’s 
economics and market realities.

Focusing on one of the RDA’s most industrial project 
areas, the Granary District Adaptive Reuse Loan 
Program provides forgivable loans to encourage the 
reuse and revitalization of the Granary District’s unique 
stock of buildings. The loans are intended to ease the 
sometimes daunting cost of the necessary building 
code updates local developers face when renovating 
aging warehouses and distressed industrial buildings.
