which shares a movie night for the unsheltered; he is a member of Native American
Events, which hosts a New Years and 24th of July powwow for the Indigenous and
Non-Indigenous of the Wasatch Front; and co-host on KRCL 90.9 “Living the Circle
of Life”. He hopes that being on this committee, he can bring the Indigenous voice
of the original stewards of this land forward.
